You will need:

From Savers/Value Village
•	 Assortment of secondhand teacups that have a pleasing shape 
(Note: Don’t pay attention to color or pattern on them, as the paint 
will cover it in the end.) 

Other supplies
•	 Spray paint or ceramic paint
•	 Small potted plants
•	 Card stock for personal message
•	 Bamboo skewers
•	 Dust mask

Directions:
1.	 Wash and dry each teacup to ensure they are free of dust.

2.	 Give the teacups several coats of paint on all sides. (Tip: Wear a dust mask when doing this.)

3.	 When completely dry, fit a small potted plan inside each cup.

4.	 Add to each cup a personal thank you message, printed on card stock at attached to a bamboo skewer.
